Details of placement and timetable:

This ST4-ST6 position is part of the Community Mental Health Service Older Persons in Ashford with a catchment area of just over 16,000. The team consists of 1 full-time consultant, 0.7 WTE Specialty  Doctors, 1 WTE Nurse Prescriber, 1 WTE Clinical Psychologist, 1 WTE Trainee Psychologist, 1 WTE Assistant Psychologist, and a dedicated community team with OTs, CPNs, HCAs, Admiral Nurse and Admiral Nurse Assistant and admin team. Ashford CMHSOP is a dynamic, friendly and supportive team that welcomes higher trainees as valued members of the multidisciplinary team. This is a busy post offering a range of valuable old age psychiatric experiences. Weekly supervision session and portfolio work with the Consultant are well established and play an important part in this placement.
Inpatient beds are provided at St Martins Hospital Canterbury (Cranmer Ward). The post does currently not include ward responsibilities, but if required, such experience can be included in the time table.
In addition to general community work, the post holder will be part of an accredited Memory Assessment Service: the first accredited Memory Assessment Service in KMPT in 2014 and the team has been regularly re-accredited since then.  Psychiatric clinics in Ivy Court Surgery Tenterden and attendance at Dementia Drop-In clinics offer further clinical experiences. Research/audit in this area will be facilitated. 
The Trust has a well established all- age liaison service across East Kent University Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust and additional experience can be facilitated.

The post holder has the opportunity to attend a weekly multidisciplinary neuro-radiology meeting at William Harvey Hospital. 
The post holder will be expected to attend clinical meetings and postgraduate training sessions and will participate in the Consultant on-call rota.

Ashford CMHSOP also offers the opportunity of gaining experience in neuro-cognitive assessments and psychotherapeutic approaches through support from clinical psychologist and psychology team.
